

Программа по английскому языку для студентов бакалавров  юридического факультета  Ивановского госуниверситета предполагает изучение английского языка в течение двух семестров (одного учебного года). В первом семестре предполагается проведение 14-16 аудиторных занятий, во втором – около 22-24 занятий, на которых вы  обязаны присутствовать и активно работать. В конце года программой предусмотрен официальный зачёт.

В течение этого года Вы должны будете выполнить на занятии и дома следующие виды заданий:  
       I) задания, связанные с чтением и обработкой текстов, представленные  в данном пособии – «методичке», а также  дополнительные задания из электронных и бумажных источников;   
      II) задания, которые помогут Вам лучше разобраться в особенностях грамматической структуры английского языка  и, в конечном счёте, сделают процесс чтения текстов  менее сложным и трудоёмким.  Эти задания и упражнения представлены в учебном пособии и учебнике:   1)Ионина, Саакян: Английская грамматика в схемах и таблицах: учебное пособие ; 2) Ионина, Саакян: Английская грамматика : Теория и практика : учебник),  а также в дополнительных материалах ; 
      III) задания по разговорной практике из «методички» Куликовой И.В. Методические указания по развитию навыков речевого общения на английском языке (часть 1). 

   В конце первого и второго семестра Вы должны будете «отчитаться» перед преподавателем о выполнении всех заданий за каждый семестр и выполнить в конце каждого семестра  на занятии письменную зачётную работу, в которую будут включены задания по чтению и грамматическому материалу. (Демо-версия зачётной работы представлена в Приложении 2).
 Оценка о зачёте за весь курс английского языка  заносится в зачётную книжку в конце второго семестра. 



Прежде, чем вы начнёте работать с текстами, прочитайте рекомендации о том, как правильно пользоваться англо-русским словарём. Они помогут вам сэкономить время и сделать наиболее адекватный перевод, т.е. перевод, соответствующий литературной норме русского языка.

I. Каждый словарь имеет свой порядок построения, свою систему условных обозначений в предисловии к словарю. Прочитайте предисловие в вашем словаре и ответьте на некоторые вопросы:

1. Что такое словарная статья (или в некоторых словарях – гнездо)?

2. Какие цифры и для чего используются в словарной статье? Что такое омонимы?

3. Что такое (стилистическая) помета?

4. Какие шрифты используются  в словарной статье и с какой целью?

5. Какие знаки препинания используются в словарной статье? Что они обозначают? (Например, что означают запятая и точка с запятой?) 

6. Что такое идиоматические и фразеологические выражения и под каким значком в словарной статье они представлены?

7. Как найти в словаре глаголы с разными предлогами (послелогами) и наречиями?

8. Что обозначают две параллельные вертикальные линии (параллельки)?

9. Где даны в словаре географические названия?

10. Есть ли в вашем словаре список наиболее употребительных сокращений  частей речи и их некоторых форм? Если есть, то где он расположен? Каковы эти части речи?

11. Есть ли в словаре список неправильных глаголов? Если да, то где она дана?

12. Какие ещё разделы представлены в вашем словаре?

13. Как даётся в словаре произношение?

14. Как обозначается ударение?
 II.   Как выписывать новые слова и определять их значения?

1. Первым условием успешной работы со словарём является установление грамматической категории слова в переводимом предложении. Только после того как вы точно установили, какой частью речи (существительным, глаголом, прилагательным, местоимением, наречием и т.д.) является данное слово, вы можете начинать работу со словарём. Например, в тексте вы встретили незнакомое слово presented. Окончание -ed свидетельствует о том, что это глагольная форма. 

2. Второе условие – определение исходной формы слова, т.е. слова без суффиксов и окончаний.  Для существительного -  общий падеж единственного числа (girls <girl); для прилагательного и наречия – положительная степень (shorter<short), для глагольной формы – инфинитив, т.е. неопределённая, исходная форма (opened<open, speaking < speak). Как привести слово в его исходную форму? Прежде всего, надо помнить 5 словоизменительных суффиксов в английском языке: -(e)s –(e)r, -(e)st, -(e)d, -ing  и два правила.

А.  Если перед этими грамматическими окончаниями (суффиксами) стоят буквы g, c, v или согласная с предшествующей гласной, то отбрасываются лишь согласные элементы суффикса: -s,  -st, –r,   -d,  -ng. Например: pages – page; largest – large; reducing – reduce; produced – produce; stranger – strange. При восстановлении исходной формы слова с окончанием –ing, буква –i- заменяется буквой – e- (amusing – amuse; reducing – reduce). Если перед окончаниями -(e)s –(e)r, -(e)st, -(e)d, -ing  стоит сочетание ng , обозначающее звук [ŋ], окончание отбрасывается полностью: longer – long; the strongest – strong; belonged – belong; ringing – ring.

3. Б. Если перед окончаниями -(e)s –(e)r, -(e)st, -(e)d, -ing  стоит удвоенная согласная, то исходная форма восстанавливается посредством отбрасывания как окончания, так и одной из удвоенных согласных: bigger – big; equipped – equip; stopping – stop.

5. Написать рядом в скобках его фонетическую транскрипцию (звуковое изображение). Не забудьте об ударении!!! Например, present [pri’zent]

6. Написать краткое обозначение части речи (соответствующее сокращение). Основные сокращения даются обычно в начале словаря. Например, present [pre’zent] v. 

7. Теперь осталось определить значение данного слова. В первую очередь нужно выписать его контекстуальное значение. Под контекстом понимается минимальная часть текста оригинала (т.е. материала, подлежащего переводу; обычно это - предложение), которое делает данное слово однозначным, т.е. выражающим только одно понятие. Поэтому всегда выписывайте только один эквивалент перевода конкретного слова! Например, в предложении They presented an award to her  глагольная форма presented имеет значение «присуждать», (т.к. слово award значит «награда»), а не «дарить». Поэтому запись в вашем словарике или тетради будет выглядеть так: presented> present [pri’zent] v.– присуждать.  Для расширения своего английского словарного запаса  можно выписать некоторые другие наиболее употребительные значения – эквиваленты, а также словосочетания с этим словом, например, present smb.with (a gift)– преподносить, дарить кому-то  подарок.



UNIT I (ТЕМА 1): HIGHER EDUCATION

Ivanovo State University

1. Ivanovo State University was organized on the basis of the Teachers Training Institute in 1973. Now it has 9 faculties. Three of them are natural sciences faculties. They are: the faculties of mathematics, physics, biology and chemistry. The rest six are humanities. They are: the faculty of law, history, philology, economics, the faculty of Romance and Germanic philology and the faculty of socio-psychology. The buildings are in different parts of the town. 

2. To enter the University applicants must have Centralized Testing in particular subjects. A student can pay for his studies or get free of charge education. 
3. There are daytime and extramural courses of studies at the University. Besides there is a postgraduate course. 
4. There is a two level system at Russian higher educational establishments. It includes  bachelor and master courses of studies.  The bachelor complete day course at Ivanovo State University  lasts for four years. On its completion graduates get bachelor degree.  The master course lasts for two years. On its completion graduates get master degree. The complete extramural course of studies lasts for six years. 
5. On the completion of a master course of studies a University graduate may take a postgraduate course. In three years he must present his research work (dissertation) and get the first scientific degree – a candidate degree. After some further years of research he can get the second scientific degree – a doctor degree.
6. An academic year consists of two terms. At the end of each term students take tests and exams. The students who pass their tests and exams successfully get stipends (or grants).
7. The main forms of studies are lectures and seminars (or practical classes). The subjects are compulsory in general.  But students can attend some courses of their free will.
8. The head of the University is the Principal (or the Rector). He has several Vice principals. They are responsible for different spheres of University activities. The Dean is at the head of each faculty. There are several special departments at each faculty. For example, there are the departments of civil law, criminal law, labour law at the law faculty.
9. At their disposal students have well equipped laboratories, computerized classes, modernized classrooms, libraries and gyms. The University trains specialists in different fields: researchers, school teachers, instructors for higher educational establishments, lawyers, book-keepers, journalists, psychologists and many others.

10. The University has several halls of residence (or dormitories). The students who come to Ivanovo from other towns and cities or different countries live there. Some students take lodgings

University Education in Great Britain
1.  The system of higher education in Great Britain is very complex. It includes Universities, Polytechnics, Colleges of Art and other institutions. The main centers of higher education are universities. There are 45 universities in Great Britain. They train doctors and lawyers, physicists and chemists, economists and linguists. They also give a first-class theoretical education on philosophy and logic, on medicine and literature, on economics and arts, on natural sciences and law. The oldest and most famous universities in Great Britain are Cambridge and Oxford. The largest university is the University of London.

2. The admission to universities is by selection and examination. Students usually pay for studies. But about 2/3 of university students get grants. The amount of the grants depends on the incomes of students and their parents.

3. University instruction is a combination of lectures, practical classes and tutorials. There are three terms in the academic year with the vacations on Christmas, Easter and in summer. A course of studies in universities lasts from three to four years. On the completion of such a course students sit for finals. On the successful completion of the course of studies graduates of British universities get the first scientific degree of Bachelor of Science. After a further year of studies and research postgraduates get the second degree - the Master’s Degree. The highest degree is the Doctor’s Degree.

4. Oxford and Cambridge are the two most famous British universities. They are also well-known as Oxbridge: Ox(ford) + (Cam)bridge. It is a synonym of everything best in university life.

5. Oxford and Cambridge are almost identical institutions. First of all, both of them date back to the ancient times. In both of them there is a system of residential colleges. Students study and live here. The colleges are self-governing and independent. “The University” is merely an administrative body.  It arranges examinations, gives degrees, organizes lectures, etc. Women didn’t study in Oxford and Cambridge almost till the 20th century.

          6. An Oxbridge degree gives a person a lot of privileges. A great number of political leaders and businessmen are Oxbridge graduates. But the doors of Oxbridge are not open to all. The majority of the students are graduates of private schools. The students pay all kinds of fees. Especially they pay very much money for tuition, lodgings, etc.

Oxford

7. The beginning of Oxford dates back to the 12th century. By 1185 a corporation of students was formed there. The students were coming there at the age of 13 or 14 and stayed for 7 years. Studies were in the form of a discussion between a master and several students. The language of instruction was Latin. The students studied theology, logic, mathematics, natural sciences, Latin and Greek.

8. Today Oxford consists of 32 colleges – 27 for men and 5 – for women. The custom and methods of most colleges are similar. Within the first week the freshman meets the tutor to whom he is assigned and begins his work. At his first interview the tutor discovers how far advanced the pupil is already. He tells him about requirements for the examinations. He also speaks to him about the course of reading and tells him of the lectures.  At the beginning or end of each term there are college examinations. The students sit in the hall and write their answers. The tutor then corrects the papers. He goes through each student’s work with him afterwards. 

9. Great attention is paid to athletics and the development of “character”. 

Cambridge

10. The foundation of Cambridge dates back to 1209. The founder of the first college in Cambridge was Sir Walter de Merton of Oxford. Now Cambridge has 18 colleges for men and 6 for women. The largest and most famous of them is King’s College. The academic year consists of three terms. The students must study 9 terms to obtain a Cambridge degree. Then they pass three series of exams, all in writing.

     Then there’s the other 600 or so societies in Cambridge that cover every other possible interest – from the Acrobatic Martial Arts (боевые искусства) Society to the Zero-Carbon Society.  If you can think of it, then there is probably a society of people doing it – or support available to start one yourself!  It’s an understatement to say a lot goes on in Cambridge. If you have an interest, there will be a club or society that shares it; so get involved as much (or as little) as you want.

Media 

      Cambridge is one of the UK’s best universities for student media. The three student newspapers –The Cambridge Student, Varsity (Универ) , and The Tab (выпускник Кембриджа) – are always on the look-out (в поиске) for more writers and editors. Even if you have no desire to be a journalist, it’s a great way to meet people and get the inside track (кухня) on how newspapers are put together. As if that isn’t enough we also have CamFM, the Cambridge University Radio station, winner of numerous national awards and a great experience if you’re interested in radio and broadcasting generally.
         Want to see your name in print? We do. The Cambridge Student is Cambridge’s official student newspaper, reaching 10,000 readers a week in print and many more online – and we want you to be part of it.  Whether you want to review plays and gigs (концерт), report on Cambridge news and sport or share your photography, there is sure to be something for you.

We welcome all levels of commitment: you can just write an article when you feel like it, or get fully stuck in (увлечёшься) with the day-to-day running of the paper. Just email editor@tcs.cam.ac.uk.  It really is never too early in your Cambridge career to get involved - whether you’re interested in journalism as a career (recent students have had work experience with The Times, The Observer, The Independent on Sunday and The Economist), or if you’re just keen to discover a new interest or to meet new people. 
       No prior experience in journalism is required - just come along to our stall (киоск) at the Freshers’ Fair to sign up to our mailing list. You can always come to our weekly News meetings in The Cow at 4pm every Sunday - anyone is welcome!  Be sure to pick up a copy of TCS in your college or faculty, or visit our website: www.tcs.cam.ac.uk.

Charities (благотворительные общества)

      If you feel like something a little more light-hearted, or a little more charitable (сердобольный), there’s a huge range of charitable and community groups in the University. RAG (Raise (проникнись) And Give) is one of the largest charitable organisations in the University and members have recently blagged their way to Buenos Aires, organised blind dates across the university and walked over burning coals. 

Politics 

     Like many other universities, the main political parties all have active societies within both the University and the City, so you can get involved with local council and student issues. But, if you want to get involved in campaigning to improve the student experience – CUSU is the place for you. We can also offer support and guidance if you want to start a campaign on something outside Cambridge that we might not be able to campaign on directly.  

Performing Arts 

    There is a huge drama, comedy and music scene in Cambridge. Sign up to the ADC (Cambridge University Amateur (любительский) Dramatics Club) actors’, techies’ or production list and see how many auditions and plays you can get involved with each week. The standard of theatre in Cambridge is generally high, but there are less serious enadeavours you can get involved with, and have a laugh rather than learn about acting. You may have heard of the Footlights (огни рампы), a group of comedians who have produced names such as John Cleese, Alan Bennett and Sacha Baron Cohen. If debating is your thing, check out The Cambridge Union (дискуссионное общество), one of Cambridge’s oldest student institutions. 

Emilia Melville – The Cafe Project

The Cafe Project is a volunteer-run community cafe, open in the evenings and serving hot drinks and snacks. It’s open to all, and provides a bridge between ‘town and gown’ and between students of all colleges. It’s a place where the diverse cultures present in Cambridge can rub shoulders (водить компанию) and get to know each other better. The idea of the Cafe was inspired by a small volunteer-run cafe in Edinburgh called Harlequin, which a friend of mine was involved with. I went to visit during my 1st year in Cambridge, and felt that it was something really lacking here. The Cafe is now open most evenings, serving hot drinks, cakes and biscuits. It is also available to be booked by groups for discussions, meetings, film screenings, art exhibitions, and more. The Cafe is run non-hierarchically, with all decisions being made at weekly general meetings. Anyone who wants can get involved - whether volunteering for a shift or two, organizing events, or doing the accounts – we always need new people and ideas!

Higher Education in the USA

1. The system of higher education in the USA includes 4 categories of institutions: 1) two-year, or community colleges. The local authorities finance them. The colleges’ aim is to satisfy the needs of the local community in different professions. Tuition fees are low in these colleges. That is why about 40 percent of all American students of higher education study at these colleges; 2) technical training  institutions.   High school graduates may take courses here. The courses range from six months to three-four years. The students here learn different technical skills. They include design, business, computer programming, accounting, etc.; 3) four- year colleges. They are not part of the university. The graduates receive the degree of bachelor of arts (BA) or bachelor of science (BS); 4) universities. They may contain (a) several colleges for students who want to receive a bachelor’s degree after four years of study; and (b) one or more graduate schools for those who want to continue their studies after college for about two years to receive a master’s degree (Master of Arts (MA) or of Science (MS) or a doctoral degree (Ph. D. – Doctor of Philosophy, in some science). There are 156 universities in the USA.

2. The academic year is usually nine months, or two semesters of four and a half months each. Studies usually begin in September and end in July. Students can improve their grades or take up additional courses in summer classes. During one term or semester a student study four or five different subjects. The students’ progress is controlled through oral or written tests, term or course papers and a final examination in each course. For each part of his work in every course a student gets a mark. They help to determine his final grade. A student’s record consists of his grade in each course. College grades are usually on a five-point scale; A- is the highest mark and is equal to 5 points, B = 4, C=3, D=2, E or F means failure. Each college or university has its own curriculum. To receive a degree every student has to take a definite number of courses. These courses are major subjects (or “majors»). At the same time the student may choose himself some subjects. They are “electives”. A student must earn a certain number of “credits” (about 120). In this case they receive a degree at the end of four years of college. Students get credits by attending lectures or laboratory classes and completing assignments and examinations. One credit usually equals one hour of class per week in a single course during the semester.

Many of us dream of studying at an Ivy League college. But being accepted is not so easy, especially if English is not your first language. Here is some advice to ease you through the application procedure.

Ivy League

This is an association of eight universities and colleges in the United States, made up of Brown, Columbia, Cornell, Dartmouth, Harvard, Princeton, the University of Pennsylvania, and Yale. They are among the best colleges in the world, and probably the most difficult to get into.
Application procedure

This is the process of applying to study at a particular college, from writing to the institution to request information, to receiving a final letter of acceptance or rejection. The process varies among colleges, departments, and types of institution (e.g. law school, business school, medical school, graduate or undergraduate school), so don't assume all applications will be the same. 
Deadline

This is the final date for applications to be submitted. Meeting the school's deadline is one of the most simple yet vital parts of the application process, so make sure you check dates carefully and mail your application package well in advance.
Application Essay

This is an essay written by the applicants to describe themselves: their motivations, goals, greatest achievements, personality, and so on. It is also called a Personal Statement, Autobiographical Statement or a Letter of Intent. Whatever the name, if you are required to write one, do it well!
Academic transcript

This is an official copy of your permanent academic record (grades and academic performance), and is required by most schools as part of the application process. Foreign students need a certified translation of this document.
Application Fee

This is a payment that covers the cost of processing to your application. Application fees range from around $30 to over $75, and are generally not refunded, whether you are accepted or rejected.
Test scores

These are your results on standardized tests like the GRE (Graduate Record Examination) or SAT (Scholastic Assessment Test). Foreign students usually also have to submit scores for TOEFL (Test of English as a Foreign Language).

Recommendation letter

This is a letter of support written by someone who knows you, like a former teacher. These letters can seriously influence your application and set you apart from other applicants.
Interviews

This is where the applicant meets representatives from the school face to face, to answer questions about themselves. You can improve your chances of making a good impression by practicing the interview with a friend beforehand.
Paperwork

Foreign students also have to submit other paperwork (documentation) when applying to study in the US, for example proof of immunization, health certificates, evidence of financial support, copies of passports, study visas and so on. The process may be time consuming and troublesome, but a qualification from a top international university could be your first step to a successful career!

Фразеологические сочетания – это сочетания двух или более слов, устойчивые обороты речи, пословицы, поговорки. Значения их порой трудно определить по совокупности значений отдельных слов, входящих в этот оборот (to be at a loss – быть в затруднительном положении, в недоумении). Не забудьте о внешнем сходстве между устойчивым сочетанием и свободным. Оно может быть полным (red tape  красная тесьма - свободное сочетание и red tape   бюрократизм, волокита - устойчивое) и частичным (common error - обычная ошибка и common sense – здравый смысл). Фразеологические сочетания нужно искать в обычном  или фразеологическом словаре по одному из знаменательных слов, а не по служебным словам (предлогам, союзам, частицам). Например, once in a blue moon  - в кои-то веки, раз в год по обещанию -  находится в словаре в словарной статье слова moon.

Who are the British? Ancient and Roman Britain

     The word “the British» is used about the people who live on the British Isles and, to be more exact, who live in England, Wales, Scotland and Northern Ireland. They are all united in one country. It is officially known as the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland, or shortly UK. The flag of the UK is known as the Union Jack. It reflects the history of the state. This term can be explained as follows: “Union” reflects the union of England and Scotland in 1606, and “jack” means the flag on the jack staff (a small flagstaff) of ships to show their nationality. The arrival of the Celts from Central Europe after 800 B.C. opened up a new and important age of the British history. The name “British” comes from the name of a Celtic tribe. They were known as the Britons and settled in the country. The Celts spoke Celtic language. They worshipped nature. The oak tree and mistletoe were sacred. The tradition of decorating the homes in Britain during Christmas with branches of such plants as the mistletoe and holly is connected with the customs of the Celts. They believed that these plants protected their homes against evil spirits. Water was also worshiped as the source of life. Julius Caesar, the Roman ruler, first invaded Britain in 55 B.C. He gave the most interesting description of the life of the Celts. The Romans called Britain “Albion” (“white land”). The first view of Britain for most visitors was the white cliffs near Dover.  Caesar’s first expedition was not successful, because his force was small and the Celts fought well. So in the following year, that is, in 54 B.C., he invaded the country with the larger army of 25,000 men. This time the expedition was successful, and the Celts were defeated. But Caesar did not stay in Britain. He left the country with many slaves and other reaches .He received a promise from the Celts. They promised to pay tribute to Rome. Some 90 years later, that is, in 43 A.D. the country was conquered by the Romans. The occupation of Britain continued to the beginning of the fifth century (about 410).

Windsor Castle

Narrator: Historic castle, royal palace, family home. Windsor Castle, the longest continually inhabited castle in the world, official residence of Her Majesty the Queen, and destination of a million visitors each year.

Guide: Down this hill and it will be on your right-hand side, sir.

Narrator: Just 23 miles west of London, the castle sits on its striking hilltop site, a potent symbol of the British monarchy. Built by William the Conqueror in the 11th century, Windsor has since been home to 39 monarchs, each shaped the building to their own tastes and needs, and their legacy can be seen throughout the castle.
Perhaps most notable was George IV, who in the 1820s gave Windsor its famous skyline, almost doubling the height of the castle's iconic round tower. And as kings and queens had done before him, George IV created magnificent new rooms, but his remain the most dazzling of all.

In 1848, Queen Victoria opened the state apartments to the public. They are Windsor's most impressive rooms. Furnishing the splendid interiors are some of the greatest treasures from the royal collection, assembled by kings and queens over the last 500 years. From Old Master paintings to tapestries, porcelain, furniture, even a royal doll's house and armour. As you can guess from the size of it, this suit belonged to the larger than life Henry VIII.

Windsor Castle is home to the Order of the Garter, Britain's oldest Order of Chivalry, and its annual ceremony is held at St. George's Chapel. The Garter's star and the Order's motto can be seen all around the castle. Here in St. George's Hall, the shields and armour of over a thousand Garter Knights decorate the walls and ceilings.

In 1992, a devastating fire swept through the building. It took 15 hours and 200 firefighters to bring the blaze under control, but some of Windsor's rooms were reduced to burnt-out shells. Five years later, a multi-million pound and award-winning restoration project returned the castle to its former splendour and even added completely new interiors.

Today, Windsor is one of the world's few remaining working royal palaces, and the setting for grand ceremonial and state occasions. A national monument, Windsor Castle tells the story of a thousand years of British royal history like nowhere else, and is enjoyed by visitors from all over the world.

The First Settlers in North America
 The United States of America  was opened to European colonization by the first voyage of Christopher Columbus in 1492. But he believed that he had found the Far East. The American continent was named after Amerigo Vespucci. He was a noble man from Florence and helped to organize Columbus’s second voyage in 1493. As early as 1532 most Europeans were calling the new continent “America”. But the USA was originally peopled by Indians.  They had probably arrived 10,000 to 30,000 years before and came from Asia to North America by way of Bering Strait. 

 The first permanent white settlers in North America were founded at St. Augustine in Florida by the Spaniards in 1565, and the first permanent English colony Jamestown was established in 1607 in Virginia. It was named after the English king James I.  The history of English settlement in America began on a beautiful April morning in 1607. At that time three ships anchored near the mouth of Chesapeake Bay. The men went ashore and found “fair meadows, and good tall trees” and much fresh water. Soon the white settlers found out from the Indians how to grow tobacco. Tobacco was very popular in Europe and Virginia became a rich colony. The Red Indians did much to help the white settlers in the new land. Then the whites began to take their lands and the Indians began to fight for their rights. So terrible wars started. The Indians did not have the weapons and were defeated.  An important event in the colonization of North America took place in 1620. A group of colonists, the Pilgrim Fathers, came to North America on the famous ship the Mayflower. The Pilgrim Fathers were Separatists in England, or members of the Puritan movement. They wished to purify the Church of England. They tried to make religious services simpler and discipline stricter. This is why they were called Puritans. They were persecuted by English officials, and so many of them had to leave England for the New World on the ship the Mayflower. These Puritans began to call themselves Pilgrims because of their wanderings in search of religious freedom. After 65 days at sea the ship landed in Provincetown Harbour at Cape Cod, Massachusetts. The Pilgrim leaders had to organize their lives in the new land.  So they decided to establish rules of their behaviour. They had a meeting and chose their first governor. They also signed a special document. It was known as the Mayflower Compact. The document was the first agreement for self-government in America.

Pocahontas.
         Many people have seen the popular Disney movie, Pocahontas. But, here is the true story of an Indian princess and the English settlers at Jamestown. 

In 1607 the English established a colony at Jamestown, Virginia. But the harsh (суровый) winters were more difficult than the settlers had planned and they soon found that their supplies (запасы) were becoming dangerously low. One day, during 1608, Captain John Smith and some of his men were captured (захвачены в плен) by Native Americans while they were out searching (искать) for food. Captain Smith’s men were all killed and he was taken to Chief Powhatan. The mighty (могущественный) Indian Chief ordered that Smith be killed. At the last moment, the Chief’s daughter, 13 year old Pocahontas, pleaded with (умоляла) her father and saved Captain Smith’s life. 

     A few years later, Pocahontas would once again save the lives of many in Jamestown by warning (предупредив) the settlers of an Indian attack. She made friends with the settlers and was soon trusted (доверять) by them. 

     In 1613, when she was 18 years old, Pocahontas accepted Jesus into her life and was baptized (крестить, принять обряд крещения)). She also took the “Christian” name of Rebecca to mark the beginning of her new life. 

    Soon after her baptism, Pocahontas fell in love and married a Jamestown settler named John Rolfe. They had a child named Thomas (1615). In 1616, John, Rebecca and their son all traveled to England where they were given an audience from the royal court. As they prepared to return home to Virginia in 1617, Pocahontas became ill and died. She was buried (похоронена)in England. 

     Pocahontas will always be remembered as the Indian princess who risked her own life to save Captain John Smith and the settlers of Jamestown.                 Great Britain is a Constitutional Monarchy

Great Britain is a constitutional monarchy, and the Crown is a permanent and continuous institution. The traditional announcement, “The King is dead, long live the King!”, typifies the immortality of royal authority. According to the Constitution the powers of the Crown are very great. Every action of the government is carried out in its name. But the Queen cannot act independently. She may exercise these powers only on the advice of her ministers, who are responsible politically to Parliament.

Though the Queen is deprived of actual power, she has retained many important, though formal, functions. She summons and dissolves Parliament, gives approval to Bills passed by both Houses of Parliament; she appoints government ministers, judges, officers in the armed forces, governors, diplomats and bishops of the Church of England. The Queen appoints the Prime Minister (usually the leader of the political party which has a majority in the house of Commons) to form a government. As head of State the Queen has, in international affairs, the power to declare war and make peace, to recognize foreign states and governments, to conclude treaties, etc. She gives audiences to her ministers and other officials at home and overseas, receives accounts of Cabinet decision. She is informed and consulted on every aspect of national life.

Each state has its system or body of fundamental principles and laws according to which it is constituted and governed. This system is called constitution. Two characteristics of the British constitution confuse many foreigners: there is no written constitution; it is not contained in any single document. Under the constitution government (or power) is usually divided among the three branches: legislative (Parliament, which makes laws), executive (the government, which “executes” laws, i.e. puts them into effect) and judicial (the law courts, which interpret laws). 

Parliament has two parts: the House of Commons and the House of Lords. Members of the House of Commons are elected by the voters of 650 constituencies. They are known as MPs, or Members of Parliament. The Prime Minister, or leader of the Government, is also an MP, usually the leader of the political party with a majority in the House of Commons.

The Prime Minister is advised by a Cabinet of about twenty other ministers. The Cabinet includes the ministers in charge of major government departments or ministries.

The House of Lords consists of the Lords Temporal and the Lords Spiritual. The Lords Temporal consist of hereditary peers who have inherited their titles, life peers who are appointed by the Queen on the advice of the Government for various services to the nation and the Lords of Appeal (Law Lords) who become life peers on their judicial appointments. Law Lords serve the House of Lords as the ultimate court of appeal. The appeal court consists of some nine Law Lords. They are presided over by the Lord Chancellor. The Lords Spiritual are the Archbishops and twenty four senior bishops of the Church of England.

	Queen Elizabeth II (Elizabeth Alexandra Mary) was born on 21 April, 1926 at 17 Bruton Street, London. Her birthday is officially celebrated in Britain on the second Saturday of June each year. The day is referred to as “the Trooping of the Colour”, the official name is “the Queen’s Birthday Parade”.

             Queen Elizabeth II is a ‘constitutional monarch’*. This means that although she is officially the head of the state, the country is actually run by the government, led by the Prime Minister.

*The English Bill of Rights Act of 1689 curtailed the power of the sovereign and confirmed Parliaments place at the heart of the English constitution. From this date English Monarchs (now British Monarchs) would rule in partnership with Parliament.

            The Queen lives at Buckingham Palace in London.

Interesting Fact: 
There has not been a Queen of England since 1707. Queen Ann was the last ever King or Queen of England. From 1707, the monarch, although living in England, has been known as either the Monarch of the Kingdom of Great Britain (as Queen Anne was) or of the United Kingdom (as Queen Victoria was).

           The Official Title of the Queen 

Her Majesty The Queen’s title in the United Kingdom is:

‘Elizabeth the Second, by the Grace of God of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland’. 

             Queen Elizabeth II ascended the throne on February 6, 1952 upon the death of her father, King George VI. Her Coronation, at Westminster Abbey, followed on June 2, 1953.

(A new king or Queen begins to rule as soon as their succession to the throne has been announced. But the coronation - when the crown is placed on the monarch’s head - may not happen until months later.) 

The queen celebrated her Golden jubilee (50 years since her accession) in 2002. 

             Head of State
Queen Elizabeth II is the United Kingdom’s Head of State. She is queen of 16 former British colonies, including Australia, Canada and New Zealand; and head of the Commonwealth, a multinational body created after the dissolution of the British empire.

            The Queen as married to the HRH Prince Philip, Duke of Edinburgh, the son of Prince and Princess Andrew of Greece and Denmark. They married on 20 November 1947. 

The Duke is Queen Elizabeth’s third cousin; they share Queen Victoria as a great-great-grandmother. 

              In the British monarchy, the husband of a female monarch does not have any recognized special status, rank, or privileges. 

Prince Philip was a prince from birth. He is the son of Prince Andrew of Greece and was born Prince of Greece and Denmark. Upon his marriage to then-Princess Elizabeth in 1947, Philip was given the title “Duke of Edinburgh, Earl of Merion, and Baron Greenwich,” and was made a Knight of the Garter. (He became a British citizen around this time and renounced his Greek and Danish titles). Elizabeth II was coronated in 1953, and in 1957, she granted Philip the title “Prince of the United Kingdom.” 

Interesting Fact: 
The wife of a male monarch (e.g. the Queen Mother was the wife of King George VI) takes on her husband’s rank and style upon marrying, becoming Queen. She is known as the Queen consort ( wife and consort of a reigning king)

( A consort is a spouse , usually of royalty.) 

                The Queen does not normally use a surname (she doesn’t need a passport or a driving license for example), but on the few occasions where it has been necessary, i.e. when serving with the ATS during World War II, she has used the surname ‘Windsor’.
             The British royal family changed their last name from Saxe-Coburg-Gotha to Windsor in 1917.  World War One broke out in 1914 and anti-German sentiment was its height in 1917. In protest, King George V renounced all the German titles belonging to him and his family and adopted the name of his castle, Windsor.From 8 February 1960, all The Queen’s descendants who do not bear the “style, title or attribute of HRH, and the titular dignity of Prince or Princess” have the name of Mountbatten-Windsor. (Mountbatten as Prince Philip’s surname).

               Royal Homes
Among the official royal residences are Buckingham Palace, Windsor Castle, St. James Palace, Balmoral Castle, Frogmore House, The Palace of Holyroodhouse, Sandringham House and Kensington Palace. 

Interesting Fact: 
The only time when there was no King or Queen in England was when the country was a republic between 1649 and 1660. ( In 1649 King Charles I was executed and England became a Republic for eleven years. The monarchy was restored in 1660.)

 The US System of Government

The United States of America (USA), consisting of 50 states and the District of Columbia, is a presidential Republic. The total area of the USA is over nine million square kilometers. The population of the USA is about 250 million people. The capital of the USA is Washington. American English is the official language of the USA.

The legislative branch of the US Government, or the Congress, represents all the American states. It consists of two parts: the House of Representatives and the Senate. Each state has two senators, who are elected every 6 years. A senator must be at least 30 years old, a citizen of the United States for 9 years, and live in the state he or she will represent. A representative must be at least 25 years old, a citizen for 7 years, and live in the state.

The job of the Congress is to make laws. The President can veto a bill. The Congress can pass the law anyway if it gets a two-thirds majority vote. The Congress can also declare war. The House of Representatives can also impeach the President. That means that the House can charge the President with a crime. In this case, the Senate will put the President on trial. The Senate also votes to approve the justices that the President appoints to the Supreme Court.

The executive branch of the government puts the country’s laws into effect. The President of the United States is a member of the executive branch. The President must be at least 35 years old, and be a natural citizen of the USA. In addition, he must have lived in the US for at least 14 years, and be a civilian. The president is elected every four years and cannot serve more than two terms. The Vice-President of the USA is president of the Senate. When the President receives a bill from the Congress, he must sign it, and then the bill becomes a law. However if he disagrees with the law, he can veto it. The President can also ask the Congress to declare war. He also appoints the justices to the Supreme Court. He must do his job according to the Constitution, or he may be impeached.

The judicial branch of the government is the system of courts in the United States. Its job is to enforce laws. The Supreme Court is the highest court in the country. It consists of nine justices: one Chief Justice and eight associate justices. The President appoints the justices, but the Senate must approve them. The justices are appointed for life. The Supreme Court makes sure that people obey the laws. The Supreme Court can also decide if a law is constitutional, that is, if it is in agreement with the Constitution. The judicial branch works together with the legislative and executive branches to protect the Constitution and the rights of people. 

The White House is the President’s residence.

The US national flag – Stars and Stripes – is red, white and blue. 13 stripes represent the original 13 states of the USA; the 50 stars represent the current number of states of the USA.

Checks and Balances 

        The system of checks and balances is an important part of the Constitution. With checks and balances, each of the three branches of government can limit the powers of the others. This way, no one branch becomes too powerful. Each branch “checks” the power of the other branches to make sure that the power is balanced between them. How does this system of checks and balances work?

       The process of how laws are made is a good example of checks and balances in action. First, the legislative branch introduces and votes on a bill. The bill then goes to the executive branch, where the President decides whether he thinks the bill is good for the country. If so, he signs the bill, and it becomes a law. If the President does not believe the bill is good for the country, he does not sign it. This is called a veto. But the legislative branch gets another chance. With enough votes, the legislative branch can override the executive branch's veto, and the bill becomes a law. 

      Once a law is in place, the people of the country can test it through the court system, which is under the control of the judicial branch. If someone believes a law is unfair, a lawsuit can be filed. Lawyers then make arguments for and against the case, and a judge decides which side has presented the most convincing arguments. The side that loses can choose to appeal to a higher court, and may eventually reach the highest court of all, the Supreme Court.

If the legislative branch does not agree with the way in which the judicial branch has interpreted the law, they can introduce a new piece of legislation, and the process starts all over again.

People called the building the President’s Palace, President’s House, and the Executive Mansion. Roosevelt officially named it the White House in 1901.
         Theodore Roosevelt wasn’t the only President to invent a new expression. Martin Van Buren, the eighth President, is sometimes credited with creating the word “OK.” Van Buren was from Kinderhook, New York. During his campaign, Old Kinderhook (O.K.) clubs formed to support the President. Later, “OK” or “okay,” came to mean “all right.”
       There have been many other interesting presidential firsts. James Polk, the 11th President, was the first President to have his photograph taken. Theodore Roosevelt was the first President to ride in a car while in office. His fifth cousin and the 32nd President, Franklin Delano Roosevelt, was the first to ride in an airplane.

          State power in Russia is exercised on the basis of its separation by the President of the Russian Federation, the bicameral Federal Assembly (legislature), the Government, and the courts. 

          The system of government is similar to the mixed presidential and parliamentary regime.  The President who is elected by general election for a term of four years is the Head of State, his powers are quite expansive.  He appoints and dismisses the Prime Minister and members of the Government, dismisses the Government and dissolves the legislature, and nominates federal judges, justices of the Supreme and Constitutional Courts, Chairman of the central bank, and the Prosecutor General.  Being the head of the executive branch, the President may preside over meetings of the Government; however, unlike the American President, he is not considered to be the head of the Government.  In legislative area, presidential powers include the right of initiating, signing, promulgating, and vetoing legislation.  The legal status of Government corresponds to the Western cabinet structure.  

         The legislature – the Federal Assembly – is a permanently working body and consists of two separate chambers, the State Duma and the Federation Council, which have different powers and responsibilities. The Federation Council consists of two representatives from each constituent component of the Russian Federation. This chamber is obligated to examine all bills passed by the State Duma on budgetary, tax, and other fiscal issues, as well as issues dealing with war and peace, and with treaty ratification.  The Federation Council’s jurisdiction includes the approval of border changes between the components, approval of presidential decrees on introduction of the state of emergency and martial law, usage of the Armed Forces beyond Russia’s territory, call for presidential elections, and removing the president from office by impeachment.  The State Duma is the lower chamber, and its main duty is to pass laws, which are then sent to the Federation Council for confirmation. The State Duma consists of 450 members elected by party lists through a proportional electoral system. 

         The judiciary consists of three independent parts: regionally based federal courts of general jurisdiction, courts of arbitration assigned to the resolution of economic disputes, and the Constitutional Court with the right of judicial review.  The institution of justices of peace was introduced for the resolution of small claims at the local level.

The Foundation of the United Nations

        The foundation of the United Nations (UN) was laid in Washington, USA, August 21 – September 28, 1944, when World War II was coming to its final stage. The UN appeared as a result of the victory of the anti – Hitler coalition in World War II. The emergence of the UN as an international organization expressed the will of the peoples to prevent another war.55 states signed the Charter of the UN in San Francisco on June 26, 1945. Then five great powers – the USSR, the USA, the United Kingdom, France, China and the majority of other founder – states ratified it and on October 24, 1945 the Charter came into force. The main democratic principles of the international relations – the principles of equality, sovereignty and self – determination of peoples – became the basis of the UN Charter. The General Assembly is the main body of the UN. It is composed of representatives of all member nations. Each nation may send not more than five representatives to each session. Each nation is entitled to one vote. The General Assembly meets in regular sessions and in special sessions when necessary. The Secretary – General convokes special sessions at the request of the Security Council or of a majority of the members of the UN. A new member is admitted in the General Assembly on the Security Council’s recommendation. Any matter within the scope of the Charter may be brought before the General Assembly: matters on maintenance of international peace and security, election of non – permanent members of the Security Council, election of members of the Economic and Social Council, election of members of the UN that must designate the members of the Trusteeship Council, admission of members to the UN, suspension and expulsion of members, trusteeship questions and budgetary matters. Today the UN has more than a hundred and fifty members. The Security Council consists of 15 members, 5 with permanent seats. The remaining 10 are elected for 2-year terms by the General Assembly. Permanent members of the Security Council are: China, France, the USSR (Russia nowadays), the United Kingdom and the USA. The Security Council has the primary responsibility for maintaining international peace and security and members have to carry out its decisions. The Council may investigate any dispute that threatens international peace and security. Decisions on procedural matters are made by an affirmative vote of nine members. On all other matters the affirmative vote of 9 members must include the concurring votes of all permanent members: it is this clause which gives rise to the so-called “veto”.

The administrative headquarters of WHO are in Geneva. 

 International Maritime Organisation (IMO) 

IMO is a United Nations specialised agency created to provide machinery for co-operation in establishing technical regulations and practices in international shipping, to encourage the adoption of the highest possible standards for maritime safety and for navigation, and to discourage discriminatory and restrictive practices in international trade and unfair practices by shipping concerns. The headquarters of IMO are in London.  International Civil Aviation Organisation (ICAO) ICAO is an intergovernmental specialised agency associated with the United Nations and dedicated to developing safe and efficient international air transport for peaceful purposes and ensuring a reasonable opportunity for every state to operate international airlines. Permanent headquarters of ICAO were established in Montreal. 

North Atlantic Treaty Organisation (NATO) 

NATO is a security organisation comprised of member states from Western and Central Europe and North America. From the beginning, NATO’s primary purpose was to unify and strengthen the western Allies’ military response in case the Soviet Union invaded Western Europe in an effort to extend communism there. After the end of the Cold War the NATO adhered more strongly to its original purpose of maintaining international stability in Europe. NATO headquarters are in Brussels.  
Organisation of American States (OAS) 

OAS was formed to promote economic, military, and cultural co-operation among the independent states of the Western Hemisphere. Its main goals are to prevent any outside state’s intervention in the Western Hemisphere and to maintain peace between the various states within the hemisphere. OAS is based in Washington, D.C.  Association of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN) ASEAN was established to accelerate economic growth, social progress, and cultural development and to promote peace and security in the Southeast Asia region. The end of the Cold War allowed the ASEAN nations to exercise greater political latitude in the region. As they began to implement new policies, member nations saw their influence and economies grow. A permanent secretariat resides in Jakarta, Indonesia.

The Birth of Law
I. Rules and laws – and the conventions or customs from which they are descended – have been  a part of human life ever since our ancestors first began to live in large and settled groups. But our knowledge  is vague of laws that were in effect before the invention of writing in about 3500 B.C. 

II. The earliest known legal text was written by Ur – Nammu, a king of Mesopotamian city of Ur, in about 2100 B.C. It dealt largely with compensation for bodily injuries, and with the penalties for witchcraft and runaway slaves.


One of the most detailed ancient codes was drawn up in about 1758 B.C. by Hammurabi, a king of Babylonia. The entire code, consisting of 282 paragraphs, was caved into a great stone pillar, which was set up in a temple to the Babylonian god Marduk so that it could be read by every citizen. The pillar, lost for centuries after the fall of Babylon in the 16th century B.C., was rediscovered by a French archeologist in 1901 amid the ruins of the Persian city of Susa. Hammurabi’s words were still legible. The pillar is now in the Louvre museum in Paris.

  The laws laid down by Hammurabi were more extensive than any that had gone before. They covered the crime, divorce and marriage, the rights of slave owners and slaves, the settlement of debts, inheritance and property contracts; there were even regulations about taxes and prices of goods. Punishments under the code were often harsh. Not only murderers but also thieves and false accusers faced the death penalty. And a child who hit his father could expect to lose the hand that struck the blow.

   Nevertheless, Hammurabi’s laws represented an advance on earlier tribal customs, because the penalty could not be forfeit for an eye. The code outlawed private blood feuds and banned the tradition by which a man could kidnap and keep the woman he wanted for his bride. In addition, the new laws took account of the circumstances of the offender as well as of the offence. So a lower – ranking citizen who lost a civil case would be fined less than an aristocrat in the same position – though he would also be awarded less if he won.

Scholars have classified the legal systems of the west into two main types, the so-called common law system and the so-called civil law1 system. The common law system is derived from the law of England and prevails in Great Britain (except Scotland), the United States of America (except the state of Louisiana), Canada (except the province of Quebec), Australia, New Zealand, Ireland, Philippines, India, Israel, Egypt and other countries, which have been subject to English influence.

The civil system is derived, in part, from Roman law and prevails in France, Germany, Italy, Spain, Switzerland, some other countries of Continental Europe (but not the Scandinavian countries) and in some non-European countries – notably Japan, Turkey, and the countries of Latin America.

The main distinctions between the two types of legal systems lie in differences regarding the kinds of authoritative materials on which court decisions are based. In “common law” countries judicial opinions are a primary source of law. And prior judicial decisions are binding precedents in subsequent cases. In “civil law” countries, on the other hand, the primary source of law is legislation and courts are bound not by precedents but by provisions of comprehensive codes of criminal law, civil law and procedure. Such codes do not generally exist in “common law” countries. Statutory law is also an important part of the common law system, but it usually consists of a large body of separate enactments. Each enactment deals with some particular type of problem. The codes, on the other hand, are unified bodies of statutory law, which are systematic, comprehensive, and internally consistent. 

There is also a distinction between methods of judicial reasoning in these two systems. In “common law” countries the starting point for judicial reasoning lies in past decisions. In “civil law” countries, on the other hand, the starting point for judicial reasoning is said to lie in principles and concepts laid down in the codes  - or in statutes.

The Legal Heritage of Greece and Rome
         The ancient Greeks were among the first to develop a concept of law that separated everyday law from religious beliefs. Before the Greeks most civilizations attributed their laws to their gods or goddesses. Instead, the Greeks believed that laws were made by the people for the people.  In the seventh century B.C., Draco* drew up Greece’s first written code of laws. Under Draco’s code death was the punishment for most offenses.  Thus, the term draconian usually applies to extremely harsh measures. 

        Several decades passed before Solon – poet, military hero, and ultimately Athens’ lawgiver – devised a new code of laws. Trial by jury, an ancient Greek tradition was retained, but enslaving debt ors was prohibited as were most of the harsh punishments of Draco’s code. Under Solon’s law 

citizens of Athens were eligible to serve in the assembly and courts were established in which they could appeal government decisions. What the Greeks may have contributed to the Romans was the concept of “natural law”. In essence, natural law was based on the belief that certain basic principles are above the laws of a nation. These principles arise from the nature of people. The concept of natural law and the development of the first true legal system had a profound effect on the modern world.

Magna Carta
      At the heart of the English system are two principles of government - limited government and representative government. The idea that government was not all-powerful first appeared in the Magna Carta*, or Great Charter, that King John** signed in 1215 under the threat of civil war.

       Earlier kings of England had issued charters, making promises to their barons. But these were granted by, not exacted from the king and were very generally phrased. Later the tension between the Kings and the nobility increased. In 1199, 1201, and 1205 John's barons had to be promised their rights. It is, therefore, not surprising that Stephen Langton, archbishop of Canterbury, directed baronial unrest into a demand for a solemn grant of liberties by the king. The document known as the Articles of the Barons was at last agreed upon and became the text from which the final version of the charter was drafted and sealed by John on June 15, 1215.

       The Magna Carta established the principle of limited government, in which the power of the monarch, or government, was limited, not absolute. This document provided for protection against unjust punishment and the loss of life, liberty, and property except according to law. It stipulated that no citizen could be punished or kept in prison without a fair trial. Under the Magna Carta, the king agreed that certain taxes could not be levied without popular consent.

       Although the Magna Carta was originally intended to protect aristocracy and not the ordinary citizens, it came in time to be regarded as a cornerstone of British liberties, and is one of the oldest written constitutional papers.

The Historical Development of the Doctrine of Precedent

If we go back to the early history of modern English law, we find that by the end of the 12th century, virtually as soon as records of court proceedings were kept, there developed an interest in judicial decisions as guides to what the law is. Bracton in his treaties on English law, which were written in the middle of the 13th century, referred to about 500 decided cases; he also wrote a Notebook that contained digests of 2000 cases. The word “precedent”, however, is entirely absent from Bracton’s vocabulary; cases for him and his contemporaries were not binding authorities but merely illustration of legal principles.

In the 14th, 15th and early 16th centuries law students kept notes of oral arguments in court cases. These notes were preserved in the so-called Yearbooks and showed that not only the students but also the courts were concerned with analogizing and distinguishing cases. Again, however, the decisions were not treated as authorities in any sense, and if a judge did not approve of a decision he would just say it was wrong.

In the 16th and 17th centuries we get the first systematic reports of cases and the first mention of precedent. Judges then began to say that they are bound by precedents in matters of procedure, and especially in matters of pleading, and the practice of citing previous cases became firmly established. It is interesting to note, however, that the word precedent was first used in 1557 and it was stated that a decision was given “notwithstanding two precedents”.

Cesare Lombroso (1836 – 1909)
Professor Lombroso is a criminologist whose views, though not altogether correct, caused a lot of interest and made other people look into the problem of crime in a more scientific way. He is regarded as the father of the scientific study of criminals, or criminology.
      Lombroso studied at the universities of Padua, Vienna, and Paris, and later he became a professor of psychiatry and forensic medicine, a director of a mental asylum.
      In an enormous book called The Criminal, he set out the idea that there is a definite criminal type, who can be recognized by his or her appearance. Some of what he said is difficult to believe. For example, he said that left-handed persons have a criminal instinct. Among the things he considered important were the shape of the head, colour of the hair, the eyes, the curve of the chin and forehead and if the ears stick out.
      Lombroso's theories were widely influential in Europe for a time, but his emphasis on hereditary causes of crime was later strongly rejected in favour of environmental factors. Lombroso tried to reform the Italian penal system, and he encouraged more humane and constructive treatment of convicts through the use of work programs intended to make them more productive members of society.

 Habeas Corpus Act
In  Britain, the United States and many other English- speaking countries, the law of Habeas Corpus guarantees that nobody can be held in prison without trial. Habeas Corpus became a law because of a wild party held in 1621 at the London home of a notoriously rowdy lady, Alice Robinson. When a constable appeared and asked her and her guests to quiet down, Mrs. Robinson allegedly swore at him so violently that he arrested her, and a local justice of the peace committed her to jail.

 When she was finally brought to trial, Mrs. Robinson’s story of her treatment in prison caused an outcry. She had been put on a punishment diet of bread and caused an outcry. She had been put on a punishment diet of bread and water, forced to sleep on the bare earth, stripped, and given fifty lashes. Such treatment was barbaric even by the harsh standards of the time; what made it worse was that Mrs. Robinson was pregnant.

  Public anger was so great she was acquitted, the constable who had arrested her without a warrant was himself sent to prison, and the justice of the peace, was severely reprimanded. And the case, along with other similar cases, led to the passing of the Habeas Corpus Act in Britain in 1679. The law is still on the British statute books, and a version of it is used in the United States, where the law is regarded as such an important guarantee of liberty that Article 1 of the U.S.

Constitution declares that “Habeas Corpus shall not be suspended except in cases of rebellion or invasion”.

Habeas Corpus is part of a Latin phrase- Habeas corpus ad subjiciendum- that means “Let the body be brought before the judge.” In effect, a writ of Habeas Corpus is an order in the name of the people (or, in Britain, of the sovereign) to produce an imprisoned person in court at once.

 Manslaughter
 In 1981 Marianne Bachmeir, from Lubeck, West Germany, was in court watching the trial of Klaus Grabowski, who had murdered her 7 year-old daughter. Grabowski had a history of attacking children. During the trial, Frau Bachmeir pulled a Beretta 22 pistol from her handbag and fired eight bullets, six of which hit Grabowski, killing him. The defence said she had bought the pistol with the intention of committing suicide, but when she saw Grabowski in court she drew the pistol and pulled the trigger. She was found not guilty of murder, but was given six years imprisonment for manslaughter. West German newspapers reflected the opinion of millions of Germans that she should have been freed, calling her "the avenging mother".
 Homicide
 Bernard Lewis, a mirty-six-old man, while preparing dinner became involved in an argument with his drunken wife. In a fit of a rage Lewis, using the kitchen knife with which he had been preparing the meal, stabbed and killed his wife. He immediately called for assistance, and readily confessed when the first patrolman appeared on the scene with the ambulance attendant. He pleaded guilty to manslaughter. The probation department's investigation indicated that Lewis was a rigid individual who never drank, worked regularly, and had no previous criminal record. His thirty-year-old deceased wife, and mother of three children, was a "fine girl" when sober but was frequently drunk and on a number of occasions when intoxicated had left their small children unattended. After due consideration of the background of the offence and especially of the plight of the three motherless youngsters, the judge placed Lewis on probation so that he could work , support, and take care of the children. On probation Lewis adjusted well, worked regularly, appeared to be devoted to the children, and a few years later was discharged as "improved" from probation.
 Murder
 In 1952 two youths in Mitcham, London, decided to rob a dairy. They were Christopher Craig, aged 16, and Derek William Bentley, 19. During the robbery they were disturbed by Sydney Miles, a policeman. Craig produced a gun a killed the policeman. At that time Britain still had the death penalty for certain types of-murder, including murder during a robbery. Because Craig was under 18, he was sentenced to life imprisonment. Bently who had never touched the gun, was over 18. He was hanged in 1953. The case was quoted by opponents of capital punishment, which was abolished in 1965.
 Assault
 In 1976 a drunk walked into a supermarket. When the manager asked him to leave, the drunk assaulted him, knocking out a tooth. A policeman who arrived and tried to stop the fight had his jaw broken. The drunk was fined ?10.
 Shop-lifting
 In June 1980 Lady Isabel Barnett, a well-known TV personality was convicted of stealing a tin of tuna fish and a carton of cream, total value 87p, from a small shop. The case was given enormous publicity. She was fined ?75 and had to pay ?200 towards the cost of the case. A few days later she killed herself.
 Fraud
 This is an example of a civil case rather than a criminal one. A man had taken out an insurance policy of ?100,000 on his life. The policy was due to expire at 3 o'clock on a certain day. The man was in serious financial difficulties, and at 2.30 on the expire day he consulted his solicitor. He then went out and called a taxi. He asked the driver to make a note of the time, 2.50. He then shot himself. Suicide used not to cancel an insurance policy automatically. (It does nowadays.) The company refused to pay the man's wife, and the courts supported them.

  The abolition of capital punishment in England in November 1965 was welcomed by most people with humane and progressive ideas. To them it seemed a departure from feudalism, from the cruel pre-Christian spirit of revenge: an eye for an eye and a tooth for a tooth
 Many of these people think differently now. Three unarmed policemen have been killed in London by bandits who shot them down in cold blood. This crime has drawn attention to the fact that since the abolition of capital punishment crime - and especially murder - has been on increase throughout Britain. Today, therefore, public opinion in Britain has changed. People who before, also in Parliament, stated that capital punishment was not a deterrent to murder - for there have always been murders in all countries with or without the law of execution - now feel that killing the assassin is the lesser of two evils. Capital punishment, they think, may not be the ideal answer, but it is better than nothing, especially when, as in England, a sentence of "lifelong" imprisonment (a life sentence, as it is called) only lasts eight or nine years.
 All this is very controversial. And all the arguments for and against can be refuted in practice. The problem remains - the problem of how to prevent murders. Some murders are committed by criminals evading arrest, by insane or mentally disturbed people, by cold-blooded sadists completely devoid of all human feelings. The important thing in the prevention of murder is to eliminate as far as possible the weapons and instruments, the guns and knives, with which these crimes are committed, and futhermore to stop the dangerous influence of violence in books, films, television and other mass media, from which so many criminals derive their "inspiration"

The Miranda Warning

         "You have the right to remain silent; anything you say can be used against you....", these are the words of the Miranda warning which was created as a result of 1966 United States Supreme Court case, Miranda v. Arizona. It began when Ernesto Miranda was arrested at his home and taken into custody to the police station, where he was identified by a witness as the man who had kidnapped and raped a woman. Police officers took Mr. Miranda into an interrogation room and two hours later emerged with a written confession signed by Mr. Miranda that also stated that the confession was made voluntarily and with full knowledge of his legal rights. The officers, however, failed to advise Mr. Miranda that he had a right to have an attorney present.
          The United States Supreme Court ruled that the confession could not be used as evidence of Mr. Miranda's guilt because he was not fully advised on his legal rights, which included the right to have his attorney present. The Fifth Amendment to the United States Constitution states that no person can be deprived of life, liberty, or property, without due process of law. To ensure that other accused criminals are made aware of their constitutional rights, The Supreme Court ruled that a suspect who is taken into custody and interrogated must receive a warning of the following rights: the right to remain silent, that anything he says can be used against him in a court of law, that he has a right of the presence of an attorney, and that if he can not afford an attorney, one will be appointed for him prior to any questioning if he so desires. The "Miranda warning" is now applied by law officers throughout the United States as a result of this ruling.

Early Juries
       A jury is a body of lay men and women randomly selected to determine facts and to provide a decision in a legal proceeding. Such a body traditionally consists of 12 people and is called a petit ju ry or trial jury.

        The exact origin of the jury system is not known; various sources have attributed it to different European peoples who at an early period developed similar methods of trial The jury is probably of Frankish origin, beginning with inquisition, which had an accusatory and interrogatory function. Trial by jury was brought to England by the Normans in 1066.

        In medieval Europe, trials were usually decided by ordeals, in which it was believed God intervened, revealing the wrongdoer and upholding the righteous. In the ordeal by water, for instance, a priest admonished the water not to accept a liar. The person whose oath was being tested was then thrown in. If he floated, his oath was deemed to have been perjured. If he was telling the truth, he might drown but his innocence was clear.

        In 1215, however, the Catholic Church decided that trial by ordeal was superstition, and priests were forbidden to take part. As a result, a new method of trial was needed, and the jury system emerged.

        At first the jury was made up of local people who could be expected to know the defendant. A jury was convened only to “say the truth” on the basis of its knowledge of local affairs. The word verdict reflects this early function; the Latin world from which it is derived, veredictum, means “truly said”.

       In the 14th century the role of the jury finally became that of judgment of evidence. By the 15th century trial by jury became the dominant mode of resolving a legal issue. It was not until centuries later that the jury assumed its modern role of deciding facts on the sole basis of what is heard in court.

Types of Legal Professions in Great Britain
Solicitors


There are about 50,000 solicitors. Their number is rapidly increasing, and they make up by far the largest branch of the legal profession in England and Wales. They are found in every town, where they deal with all the day-to-day work of preparing legal documents for buying and selling houses, making wills, etc. Solicitors also work on court cases for their clients, prepare cases for barristers to present in the higher courts, and may represent their client in a Magistrates’ court. In most cases the solicitor is able to deal with the question himself. If, however, the case, either civil or criminal, is more difficult and has to be heard in a higher court, then the solicitor engages a barrister to whom he hands over the task of representing the client in the court. The solicitor cannot plead in a higher court.  

Barristers

There are about 5,000 barristers who defend or prosecute in the higher courts.

Although solicitors and barristers work together on cases, barristers specialize in representing clients in court. The training and career structures for the two types of lawyer are quite separate. A barrister in England must pass the legal examination and become a member of one of the four Inns of Court, special organizations of barristers. He must study there for twelve months. The Inns jointly conduct the bar examinations. After admission to the bar and a short period of apprenticeship, a barrister must practice on his own. In court, barristers wear wigs and gowns in keeping with the extreme formality of the proceedings. The highest level of barristers is the title of QC (Queen’s Council).

Judges

In Britain, the vast majority of judges (that is, the people who decide what should be done with people who commit crimes) are unpaid. They are called “Magistrates”, or “Justices of the Peace”(JPs). They are ordinary citizens who are selected not because they have any legal training but because they have “sound common sense” and understand their fellow human beings. A small proportion of judges are not Magistrates. They are called “High Court Judges” and they deal with the most serious crimes, such as those for which the criminal might be sent to prison for more than a year. High Court Judges, unlike Magistrates, are paid salaries by the State and have considerable legal training. Magistrates are selected by special committees in every town and district. Nobody, not even the Magistrates themselves, knows who is on the special committee in their area. The committee tries to draw Magistrates from as wide a variety of professions and social classes as possible.

Jury (Jurors)

A jury consist of twelve people (“jurors”), who are ordinary people chosen at random from the Electoral Register (the list of people who can vote in elections). The jury listen to the evidence given in court in certain criminal cases and decide whether the defendant is guilty or innocent. If the person is found guilty, the punishment is passed by the presiding judge. Juries are rarely used in civil cases.  

Coroners

Coroners have medical or legal training (or both), and inquire into violent or unnatural deaths. 

Clerks of the Court

Clerks look after administrative and legal matters in the courtroom.

Bailiffs

Bailiffs help to keep the trial running smoothly. They also see to the jurors’ comfort and convenience and help them if they are having any problem related to the jury service.

Legal Profession in Russia.
             One of the most popular professions among the young people of our country is the profession of a lawyer.

The profession of a lawyer is very interesting and diverse . Our country is a rule-of-law state, and a lawyer should play a very important role in this process. The profession of a lawyer is quite necessary for regulating social relations in the state.

            Training lawyers is the task of different higher schools. Graduates from higher schools have a lot of options to apply their knowledge. The choice is very wide. Lawyers with the same qualification and professional status may do very different kinds of work.

          The working conditions and pay among members of the legal profession also vary greatly. Our graduates can work at the Bar, in the organs of the Prosecutor’s Office, in different courts, in notary offices, legal advice offices, in organs of police as well as in different companies, banks and enterprises. They can work as advocates, judges, notaries, investigators, prosecutors, in-house lawyers, customs officers and other workers of law enforcement agencies. 

         To be a good specialist a lawyer should know many laws and their proper application. So, would-be lawyers study many subjects important for their future work. They study theory of state and law, civil law, civil procedure, criminal law, criminal procedure, criminalistics, criminology and many others. Besides every lawyer must know human psychology because he\she will meet different people: children and adults; the sick and the healthy; the poor and the rich; educated and uneducated persons; people of different nationalities, languages and religions; victims, witnesses, suspects; first offenders and recidivists; prisoners and law-abiding citizens. 

     Some lawyers may work as judges. Judges preside in the courtroom, conduct legal proceedings, resolve disputes and pass judgments. As an advocate, a lawyer acts for the client in court and out of court. The advocate’s work can include defending those accused of committing crime. A lawyer can work at the Prosecutor’s Office as a prosecutor or a prosecutor’s assistant. He\ she should supervise the correct application and observance of the law. He\ she can also be a notary at the notary office and should be able to perform notary actions such as checking the legality of all the documents before notarizing them. A lawyer can be appointed as an arbitrator at the Commercial court. He\ she should be able to settle disputes between legal persons. Nowadays there are many careers in law enforcement at Police and the Investigative Committee. The main task of law enforcement is to prevent, investigate and solve crimes. Some lawyers serve as in-house lawyers and work for companies and enterprises. They inform clients about legal matters, draft contracts and other documents, mediate and negotiate settlements. 

      It follows that any lawyer deals with a variety of people and situations. That’s why the profession of a lawyer is very difficult and noble at the same time.

1.  Mata Hari (born Gerda Zelle), 1876-1917
 
                   Mata Hari, who was executed (a) by a firing squad in France in October 1917, is probably the most famous spy of all time. She is renown for her beauty, her numerous military lovers, her provocative Oriental dancing, and, above all, her espionage. Yet in fact, she was not Oriental, or even a spy (b). Mata Hari was a stage name adopted by a plump middle-aged Dutch divorcee, named Mrs. Margaretha MacLeod, who had left her alcoholic Scottish husband in the Netherlands East Indies (now Indonesia) and opted to become a dancer in Europe.
 The evidence of her alleged espionage on behalf of the German Kaiser is based merely on her being mistaken for a well-known German agent Clara Benedix, by the British in November 1916. In that month Mrs. MacLeod was arrested in Falmouth, Cornwall, on board of the ship Hollandia
 while she was on her way to Holland. The police released her when they realized the mistake. Later she was arrested in France and charged with having been in contact with German intelligence officers in Madrid (though she had never even been there.
 At her trial in Paris her lurid life-style was used to damning effect. It was only in 1963, when the secret files relating to her case were released, that the legend was reassessed. Most historians now think that, far from being a spy, Mata Hari was simply an innocent scapegoat - shot because the French government wanted to cover up its military ineptitude by fabricating an all-powerful ring of German agents.

2.  Oswald, Lee Harvey, 1940 -1963
                In 1963 the world was shaken by the news that President Kennedy had been in Dallas, Texas, while driving from airport. The man arrested for this terrible (b) was Lee Harvey Oswald. After service in the US Marine Corps, Oswald went to the Soviet Union for a time and married a Russian girl. On returning to the United States he was for a time involved with Cuban revolutionary elements. On 22nd November 1963 he is said to have taken a rifle into the Texas Book Depository in Dallas, where he worked, and shot President Kennedy and Governor Conally of Texas as they drove past. Conally survived, but the President died soon afterwards. Oswald tried to escape, shooting a policeman who tried to stop him. He was caught, but was later shot dead before he could be brought to by the night-club owner Jack Ruby, who had got into the police station. The Warren Commission, which (d) the assassination, stated that Oswald had acted alone, but many people do not agree, and there are still a great many questions concerning the killing left unanswered.


 3.   Lindbergh, Charles Augustus, 1902 -1974

               Kidnapping, which means the taking of a person - sometimes a child - by force and asking the family, friends or even employers of the person for ransom money in return for his or her release, has always been regarded as a serious crime.  One of the best known kidnappings of modern times took place in America in March 1932, when the nineteen-months old son of American aviator Colonel Charles Lindbergh was taken from his New Jersey home while he was asleep in the nursery. Charles Lindbergh was the first man to fly the  Atlantic non-stop singlehanded in 1927 and a great American hero. A large sum of money - $50,000 - was demanded by the kidnapper and this was eventually paid over by Lindbergh in April. However, the boy had already been murdered and his body buried under leaves and twigs in a wood only four miles from the Lindbergh home. As a result of the Lindbergh case the crime of kidnapping was made a Federal instead of just a State offence  with the passing of the "Lindbergh Act" (federal Kidnapping Act) in 1933. This allowed the FBI to become involved in the search for kidnappers and their victims making  аn arrest so much more likely. The kidnapper of Lindbergh's child, Bruno Hauptmann, a carpenter from New York, was finally arrested in September 1934 after a massive search, and executed in 1936. The publicity which followed the kidnapping was so great that the Lindberghs eventually left America to live in England and continued to do so until 1939.

4.   Kidd, Captain William , 1645 – 1701

              A privateer was a private person (a civilian not in the navy) who was given a commission to attack the King's enemies at sea and traditionally there was always a thin line dividing privateering from piracy . In 1695 William Kidd, a Scotsman who had emigrated to Boston, Massachusetts, was given a commission by William III to arrest all pirates and also a commission to act as a privateer against the French. He fitted out the brig Adventure and in 1697 sailed to Madagascar, the lair of many pirates at that time But instead of attacking the pirates, he joined forces with them and began capturing merchant ships and plundering local trade. He deserted his ship and went to New York, offering treasure to the governor and claiming to be able to explain his actions. However, he was arrested and sent to England for trial where he was hanged in 1701. About 14.000 pounds of treasure was recovered from his ship and from a hiding place near Long Island, though there is still supposed to be a lot of Captain Kidd's treasure waiting to be found.


5. Jack the Ripper


            "Jack the Ripper" was a mysterious killer who terrorized  the East End of London in the autumn of 1888. His victims, all women, were killed by having their throats cut, and in many cases the bodies were savagely mutilated as well. The number of victims is said to be between four and fourteen, though police authorities generally thought that only five murders were definitely the work of the Ripper. The Ripper was never caught, and his identity remains a mystery. All kinds of people have been suggested as possible Rippers, including the Duke of Clarence, a Russian barber, a society doctor and even a barrister.

6.  Fawkes, Guy, 1570 – 1606

              Guy Fawkes is the best known member of the gang which planned Gunpowder plot of 1605. The originators of the plot were Robert Catesby, Thomas Winter, Thomas Percy and John Wright. Fawkes was only brought in later by Catesby, who knew of his reputation for courage. All were Roman Catholics and their plan was to destroy James I and his Protestant parliament by blowing them up. Percy rented a house next to parliament and later the cellar below the House of Lords. There Fawkes hid thirty-six barrels of gunpowder, covering them with wood and coal. The plot was discovered when one of the conspirators sent a letter to Lord Monteagle in October 1605 asking him not to attend the opening of parliament on 5th November. Suspicions were aroused and on the night of 4th November Fawkes was arrested in the cellar. He had been given the task of lighting the fuse to set off the explosion. Tortured, he refused to give the names of his fellow conspirators until they had either been killed or captured. He was executed by hanging on 31st January 1606.

7.  Crippen, Dr. Hawley Harvey, 1882 -1910

            Crippen is famous as a murderer mainly because he was the first one to be caught by the use of wireless telegraphy. He was an American-born doctor who settled in London in 1900 with his wife Cora who had theatrical ambitions and used, the stage name Belle Elmore. In 1910 Crippen's wife vanished in suspicious circumstances and when the house was searched her dismembered body was discovered buried in a cellar. She had been poisoned.  Meanwhile Crippen had fled with his girlfriend Ethel Le Neve, who was disguised  as а boy. They thought that they were save once they boarded the liner Montrose for America, but the authorities used the newly invented wireless topass on  a warning to the ship's captain. Shortly afterwards "Mr Robinson" and his "son" were recognised and Crippen and Le Neve were arrested in New York and  returned to Britain. Largely due to Crippen’ s insistence that she knew nothing of the crime, Ethel Le Neve was freed, but the mild, inoffensive looking little man was hanged at Pentonville prison on 23rd November 1910. 

8.  Capone, Alphonse, 1899 – 1947

            "Al" Capone is possibly the best-known of all American gangsters, though by no means the most important. His home ground was Chicago. He was brought into the rackets by Johnny Torrio and Tome's uncle "Big Jim" Colosimo. Capone seized his chance when prohibition was declared in 1920, which made the manufacture and sale of alcohol illegal in America. He soon rose to control a large part of the illegal liquor market in Chicago and the Middle West. A fierce and vicious man, he was responsible for many gangland killings, including the 1929 St. Valentine's Day Massacre, in which seven rival "bootleggers" (men selling illicit liquor) were trapped by gunmen dressed as police and machine-gunned to death. He was imprisoned in 1931 on income tax charges, became a model prisoner and was released in 1939.

9.  Cagliostro, Alessandro, 1743 – 1795

                 Count Cagliostro's real name was Guiseppe Balsamo, and he became famous as a charlatan or confidence trickster, as we would call him today. As a young man he learned a little about chemistry and medicine and then left Sicily in 1769. After getting some knowledge of the supernatural, he appeared in Malta as the great Count Cagliostro, specialist in medicine, magic and all kinds of strange arts. He was soon fleecing the rich of Europe, selling them an elixir of youth and love potions. Finally he was condemned to death in Rome for setting up a secret society and died in prison at San Leone.

10.  Cain

                According to the Bible, he was the first murderer. The story is told in Genesis, Chapter Four. He was a tiller of the soil and his brother Abel was a shepherd. They were both sons of Adam and Eve. When the Lord accepted Abel's offerings and rejected those of his, he was very "wroth and his countenance fell". He fell upon his brother Abel and killed him. When the Lord asked him where his brother was, he asked the famous question "am I my brother's keeper?". For his crime, he was banished to be a wanderer over the earth, but to prevent him being killed, God put a mark upon him to protect him. According to the Bible, he went to live in the land of Nod, east of Eden.

11.  Bonnie and Clyde (Bonnie Parker and Clyde Barrow), d.1934

                   In the days of the Depression in America after 1929, these two young people made a great name for themselves robbing stores and committing murders quite casually and often for the sheer fun of it. Bonnie Parker was a waitress when she met Clyde Barrow, and she ended up a legendary figure known for her love of red dresses, cigars and firearms. Working in the southern states of the USA they left behind a trail of destruction. On several occasions they were trapped by the police, but seemed to bear a charmed life and escaped even through a hail of bullets. On one occasion they held up a prison farm killing a guard and helping a friend to escape. Huge rewards were by then offered for their capture. Following a tip-off, the police finally ambushed Bonnie and Clyde at a crossroads and killed them in the gunfight that followed. In 1967 a film was made of their exploits, which resulted in the two becoming almost cult figures, and a pop song was written about them, which became a best-selling record.

12.  Barker, Arizona Clare "Ma", d. 1935


                  "Ma" Barker's gang was mostly composed of her own four sons, and she led them to criminal fame. She was never arrested, but her sons often were. Ma would appear in court and protest their innocence or raise bail. By the time the gang was cleared up by the FBI it had been responsible for the deaths of four policemen, a civilian and one of their own number who talked too much. The Barkers hit the big time when they started kidnapping rich men for ransom, but this increased the pressure by police and the FBI on the gang and its members, had to split up. When Arthur Barker was captured, Ma's hideout in Florida was revealed. The FBI's G-men surrounded the house and called on Ma Barker and her son Fred to surrender. 'To hell with all of you", she replied and opened fire. The FBI used tear gas, but the gunfight continued until both Ma Barker and her son were dead.

13.  Butch Cassidy, 1866 - 1910 and the Sundance Kid, d.1910

                 Butch Cassidy, whose real name was Robert Leroy Parker, was the leader of a gang of American outlaws called the Wild Bunch who operated mainly from a secure hideout in Wyoming Territory called Hole in the Wall. Other members of the gang were the Sundance Kid (real name Harry Longbaugh), Bill "News" Carver, Ben Kilpatrick and Harvey Logan. The Wild Bunch rustled cattle, held up banks and robbed trains, all with varied success. On one occasion they stole $40,000 in notes that were so new that they had not been signed, and their clumsy attempts to forge the signatures failed miserably. Having made things too hot for themselves by robbing the Union Pacific railway rather too frequently, in 1902 Butch Cassidy and the Sundance Kid moved to South America accompanied by pretty schoolteacher Etta Place. This combination carried out a number of robberies, before the two outlaws were ambushed and killed in a gunfight with the Bolivian army in 1910. However, rumours persist that either one or both men returned to the USA and lived on peacefully to die of old age. The film of their life and death, "Butch Cassidy and the Sundance Kid", starring Paul Newman and Robert Redford, managed to catch the flavour of criminal exploits almost perfectly.

As a result of these actions the population in Ulster became Protestant in majority. But the Irish Catholics never gave up their struggle for independence and their rights. At the end of the 18th century there was a mass rising against the English colonizers, which was defeated by the English army, and in 1801 a forced union with Britain was made.
